R.C.I.A. 
Temptation and Sin—We cannot protect ourselves from all temptations, from all suggestions that God’s ways are too 

costly or too difficult. Every sin is a lie because it presents itself as some type of shortcut around God’s ways. We can al-

ways pray that God will help us to resist temptations. In fact, if we recognize every temptation to sin as some type of lie, 

then our repeated decision to live in the whole truth about God, ourselves and others should help us to do what we know is 

right.
